Rules for the use of the Hemerocallis Europa e.V. Seed Offer

1. The offer is open to members of Hemerocallis Europa and the Fachgruppe Hemerocallis der Gesellschaft der Staudenfreunde (GdS).

2. The offered seed consists donations from society members, the AHS seedbank, as well as purchased seed.

3. The seed is offered free-of-charge. A donation to cover cost for postage, packing and purchase of additional seed is requested. This donation amount should reflect the quantity of seed requested from the program.

4. The purchase of additional seeds adds considerable cost to the program. This is only made possible through your donations, which govern the amount of seeds purchased in the following year.

5. Your order for seed should be considered a wish list. As many of the crosses are represented by only a single portion of seed (min. 3 seeds), not every wish can be filled. Typically a suitable substitute is possible. 

6. The bought-in seed will be equally distributed over all requests. 

7. Please keep in mind when ordering, that the purchased seed represents only a small fraction of the total available.  This proportion is to be carried over to the actual requests. It is not possible to fill orders containing disproportional requests for the purchased seeds. These seeds are designated via heavy type in the seed list.
